Honors/AP World History Fact Sheet

Course Descriptions:

· World History Honors – A Yearlong course geared for students who wish to begin AP training in their sophomore year. The depth and pace of the course is similar to a college level course so the honors student will need to be skilled in reading and writing and be committed to daily homework requirements. The Student will be trained to interpret, analyze, and synthesize historical documents, as well as primary and secondary sources. The course is meant to challenge the most motivated and disciplined student to perform at a high level of mastery.  This course follows the same pattern of study as regular World History but use the AP training model. Uses same text as regular World History (World History: The Modern Era)

· AP World History – This course is similar in scope and sequence to World History Honors with three exceptions:

· College level text (The Earth and Its Peoples)

· Accelerated pace (two chapters per week) to meet AP deadlines.

· Eligible for AP College credit w/ appropriate AP exam scores.

· Eligible for 5 history credits at Everett Community College.

Pre-requisites:

· Pass English I Honors or Philosophy with a “B” or better, or English I with an “A.”

· Ability to read and write ABOVE grade level.

Summer Assignment:

Due to the breadth of required AP curriculum content, time lost to WASL, and the fact that sophomores have had no prior exposure to AP, students signing up for this course will be held responsible for reviewing major events in world history up to the year 1000. This will ensure that students have a general foundation on which we will build throughout the year.

Students signing up late for the course will be given the first two weeks of school to complete the summer assignment. You MUST get the summer packer from Ms. Oglesby (#343) BEFORE the end of the school year (extras will be available in the counseling office over the summer).
Desired Student Characteristics:

· Be able to work independently.

· Good time management.

· Ability and desire to engage in high level discussions

· Ability to consistently engage in a high level of academic discipline

· Shows initiative, curiosity, and love of learning

· Ability to track own progress & seek assistance when needed

· Consistent attendance

· Ability to read and write ABOVE grade level!

Specific AP Required Skills: Before taking the course final in June students will be able to…

· Write a multi-paragraph “change over time” and “compare and contrast” essay within an 80 minute time period. 

· Write a multi-paragraph essay responding to a DBQ (document based question) within a 45 minute time period.

· Answer 70 objective test questions in a 55 min. time period.

AP Credit: (Must be enrolled in AP World History)

AP credit is accepted by more than 80% of US colleges and universities. The amount of credit and where it is applied is determined by each individual college/university and each individual exam score. The cost for the AP Exam is approximately $100. Refer to the sites below for more information.

Everett Community College Credit: (Must be enrolled in AP World History)

Students are eligible to earn 5 credits at Everett CC as an alternative to taking the College Board AP Exam. Students much register with ECC and take the ASSET skills assessment test. Credit cost is approximately $180. Refer to the ECC website for more info.

Assessments and Homework:

On a weekly basis students will be required to present logical arguments (through both timed essays and discussion), master an objective test on content covered in text, take useful notes on lecture and discussion, and analyze documents. Weekly assessment may include, but not limited to, the following:

· Weekly study guides 

· Notes on graded discussions

· Dialectical journals on primary source readings

· Weekly objective tests over text material

· Quarterly writing portfolios consisting of weekly in-class essays and a quarter edited final essay

· Year end final (AP mock exam)

· Culminating project: final thesis paper and scored debate.
